 Revelation 19:11-21 depicts, in picture-like language, Jesus 

marching out to battle to defeat evil once and for all. Jesus’ 
eyes are pictured as a flame of fire and he wears multiple 

crowns. In other words, he is the ruler over all nations. What is 

interesting, among many things here, is the multitude of names 

given to Jesus. The text point blank says he wears many 
crowns. The reader is left to discover that Jesus possesses many 

names. Here are some of the names listed: 

 
      (1) Faithful and True (19:11) 

      (2) The Word of God (19:13) 

      (3) King of Kings and Lord of Lords (19:16) 
      (4) A name written that no one knew but the Lord (19:12) 

  

 What is interesting about this battle is that there is no battle! 

The slaughtered Lamb of God is covered in his own blood 
before he ever marches out! He carries a sword, but not in his 

hand. It proceeds out of his mouth and with the ―WORD‖ he 

conquers the nations. God’s word wins! It is not a forceful 
Lion, but a slaughtered Lamb that wins! 

  

 Jesus has never been about carnal warfare (2 Corinthians 10:3-

5). Our weapon in the spiritual battle that rages is the same 
weapon Jesus uses (i.e. the sword of the spirit). Brother Demar
